Idaho Student Athletes Find National Success   
 

DONNELLY, Idaho – (March 22, 2006) –  Tamarack Sport and Education Foundation 

(TSEF), a non-profit providing youths the opportunity to excel athletically and 

academically, is capping off a successful first season by sending several of its student-

athletes to national competitions. 

 

Supporters and Tamarack employees formed TSEF this fall to develop year-round sports 

and educational programs for Idaho youth.  In just its first season in operation, TSEF 

enrolled 35 youths in its programs, providing them an opportunity to get coaching and 

training in their favorite winter sports while pursuing their academic goals.

Of the ten athletes who participated in the Park & Pipe program, six have qualified for the 

USASA Nationals at Northstar-at-Tahoe, Truckee, CA, (March 27-April 1) through the 

Payette River Valley Freeride Series.  The majority of these athletes are enrolled in the 

TSEF Academic Tutorial.  Two McCall Ski Racing Team athletes, who were also part of 

the Academic Winter Tutorial, qualified for the USSA Junior Olympics at Mt. Hood 

Meadows, OR, (March 22-March 25). 

 

Qualifiers to the USASA Nationals include: Brooklynn Hall, Conner Hall, Andrew Davey, 

Aahron Bram, Cache St. Pierre, and Cameron St. Pierre who represent the TSEF Park and 

Pipe Team.  USSA J3 Olympics qualifiers include McCall Ski Race Team members Nick 

Bailey and Paul Warner.
